For the Peer Educator Program, we are looking for teachers to present workshops at education-related conferences in their area and professional development meetings at schools and districts about Facing the Future curriculum resources and their experiences using it in the classroom.  In return, Facing the Future will reimburse registration and pre-approved travel costs for conferences, provide a toolkit with resources for conference applications and presentations, and supply materials for Peer Educators to give to attendees.
Peer Educator Qualifications
· Used Facing the Future curriculum during at least one academic year (including current year)
· Participated in leading a workshop at a conference, school or district meeting, or similar venues
· Involved with the education profession and other teachers through mentoring, learning communities, program or departmental committees, curriculum development, or professional associations
Peer Educator Desired Qualifications
· Experienced with integrating technology and Web 2.0 applications into instruction and activities
· Worked in ELL, Special Education, Advanced Placement, or International Baccalaureate programs
Peer Educator Program Requirements

· Respond to inquiries from teachers about Facing the Future curriculum resources

· Present at least two workshops at education-related conferences and professional development meetings in your region or to at least 50 educators in one year 
· Workshops must be at events held by recognized organizations (e.g. schools, districts, or conferences for social studies, science, service learning, or environmental education)

· Workshops must be at least 45 minutes and include two Facing the Future activities

· Evaluations must be collected from participants and returned to Facing the Future
· Provide Facing the Future with copies of your materials and a summary of the event
· All workshops must be completed within 18 months of acceptance to the program

· Go to valuable conferences and seminars that you otherwise may not be able to attend
